A prolific musician himself, Garson has composed over several 
thousand pieces of music and is praised for his exceptional 
improvisational abilities. In fact, Garson is now considered one 
of the greatest musical improvisers of his era.

While many artists prefer to remain within one genre, Garson 
remains open to artistic expression in any format. "If I am truly 
passionate about what I do, that feeling can inspire people 
who receive my art," Garson believes. "As a musician I'm not 
concerned with whether I play jazz, rock, classical, or pop so 
long as it's creative." Garson is regarded in the industry as one 
of the very few 'rock' pianists capable of performing extended 
piano solos, as well as the Pop music world’s “got-to-have” 
pianist. He remains one of the most highly sought-after session 
musicians with a unique sound of his own which others wish to 
utilize for their own projects, including Natalie Imbruglia, Seal, 
No Doubt, and even the L.A. Philharmonic.
